Trevaylor is set in an area of outstanding natural beauty on the 
west coast of Cornwall, on the B3306 Land’s End to St Ives 
scenic coast road, approximately one mile north of St Just.

theatre - spectacular clifftop 
location, stunning views.

St Ives
• The most famous of Cornish 
holiday towns with its many 
bars and restaurants and maze 
of narrow streets and alleyways.

Tate St Ives 
• Located in the beautiful 
harbour town. 

Porthcurno
• Very pretty beach with 
fine white sand formed from 
ground sea shells and home 
to the Minack Theatre and 
Telegraph Museum.

Geevor Tin Mine
• Discover Cornwall’s 	
mining heritage at this 
excellent museum.

Isles of Scilly
• A haven for unusual flora 
and fauna - many visitors 	
enjoy a day trip. 

Mousehole
• One of Cornwall’s most 
charismatic fishing villages.

St Michael’s Mount
• A picturesque harbour and 
a spectacular castle, complete 
with majestic gardens. Access 
is on foot across the causeway 
at low tide, or by short ferry 
crossing at high tide.
